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BYLAWS OF THE GREATER NEW BEDFORD TRACK CLUB, INC.
Article I. FISCAL YEAR

The fiscal year of the Greater New Bedford Track Club, Inc. (GNBTC) shall commence on the
first day of January of each year or such other date as the Directors may determine.

Article [I. MEMBERSHIP

Section 1. Enumeration. Members of the GNBTC shall consist of individuals who have
submitted an application for an individual or household membership and paid annual dues.

(2) Individual Membership. An individual applying for an Individual Membership must
be an adult. A member with an Individual Membership shall be entitled to one vote at
member meetings.

(b) Household Membership. A Household Membership may include up to two adults and
any minors residing in the same household, with one vote at member meetings
available for up to two adult members of each household. The voting members of the
household must be designated as such on the membership application.

Section 2. Annual Dues. Initial dues shall be set by the incorporators. Thereafter, dues may be
increased by the Board, as long as there is not more than a $5 increase over a 24-month period.
Otherwise, the dues may only be set by the members.

Section 3. Term. The membership term shall commence on the first day of January and continue
through December of the same year. Membership renewals submitted by the March member
meeting will be effective as of the first day of January of that year.

Section 4. Election and Nomination of Officers and Directors. To be eligible to nominate or to
vote to elect Officers or Directors, a Member must have continuously held membership as an
adult in the GNBTC at least since the first day of the sixth month prior to the date of the election.

Section 5. Resignation. Any member may resign at any time by giving notice of his or her
resignation in writing to any Officer or Director of the GNBTC. A resigning member shall not be
entitled to a refund of any membership dues.

Section 6. Removal. Members may be removed from membership at any time with or without
cause by a two-thirds vote of the members present.




Article III. MEETINGS OF THE MEMBERS

Section 1. Place. All meetings of the members shall be held at such place within the
Commonwealth of Massachusetts as is named in the call.

Section 2. Annual and Regular Meetings. The annual meeting of the members shall be held on
the first Sunday in December and shall be called by the President, Vice-President, Treasurer,
Clerk. In the event the annual meeting is not held on such date, a special meeting in lieu of the
annual meeting may be held with all the force and effect of an annual meeting. Regular meetings
shall be held on the second Tuesday of each month at 6:00 p.m., excluding December, and shall
be called by the President, Vice-President, Treasurer, or Clerk.

Section 3. Special Meetings. Special meetings of the members may be called by any Director,
and shall be called by the Clerk, or in the case of the death, absence, incapacity or refusal of the
Clerk, by any other Officer, upon written application of any member or members entitled to vote
thereat. In case none of the Officers is able and willing to call a special meeting, the Supreme
Judicial or Superior Court, upon application of said member or members entitled to vote thereat,
shall have jurisdiction in equity to authorize one or more of such members to call a meeting by
giving such notice as is required by law.

Section 4. Notice. All meetings of the members shall be called by giving at least, five days notice
to each member stating the place, day and hour for the meetings. Notice may be made by mail,
electronic mail, or by notice posted on the GNBTC’s official website or in the GNBTC’s
newsletter. No notice shall be required if the place, day and hour for the meeting was set at a
previous meeting of the members. Whenever notice of a meeting is required to be given a
member under applicable law, the articles of organization or these bylaws, a written waiver
thereof, executed before or after the meeting by such member or his attorney thereunto
authorized and filed with the records of the meeting, shall be deemed equivalent to such notice.
Notwithstanding the foregoing, notice of any change of the date fixed in the bylaws for the

annual meeting shall be made at least twenty (20) days before the new date fixed for such
meeting.

Section 5. Quorum. A quorum shall consist of the number of Board members then in office plus
three, and of those members present, at least one must be an Officer. A smaller number may
adjourn from time to time without further notice until a quorum is present. Members who are

eligible to vote, and attend the meeting in person, shall be counted for purposes of establishing a
quorum.

Section 6. Voting. When a quorum is present at any meeting, the vote of a majority of the
members present thereat shall, except where a larger vote may be required by law, the articles of
organization or these bylaws, decide any question brought before the meeting. Members may not
vote by proxy, mail, or phone.

Section 7. Action by Consent. Any action required or permitted to be taken at any meeting of the
members may be taken without a meeting if all the members consent to the action in writing and
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
